West, of the 51" P.M., in the NW1/4 of the NW1/4.

Annexation:

The zoning code does not currently have any findings of fact or criteria for which the
City may base its determinations when hearing petitions for annexations. However,
there are several fundamental considerations that can be examined that will assist the
City Commission in making its decision as listed below:

a. That the location of the property is suitable and is a logical extension of the
Citybébs boundari es;

b. That the expansion accommodates growth in the area;

c. That the location of existing and planned water and sewer services can be
extended,;

d. That community goals would be met by the annexation; and
e. Whether the annexation creates any islands.

The property is contiguous to the City on its north and west property lines and therefore

the annexation is a logical exten s i on o f the Cityds boundari es
applicantdés business is growing and they woul
City services (considerations b and c). Several community goals as specified below

would be met by the annexation (consideration d). As can be seen on Exhibit A, the
annexation does not create any County disland
